At the end of the testing area,
hoses are automatically disconnected for
use on the next Jeep.

Jeep is satisfied
with their new system and is
investigating other facilities where a
Nederman extraction rail could be
used.

Jeep contacted Nederman regarding their
assembly facility in Toledo, OH. It was
necessary during assembly, to start certain
vehicles at a specific point along the
assembly line. Exhaust from the vehicles
needed to be captured to ensure that line
workers would not breath exhaust
contaminates. The source capture system
also needed to cover the vehicles as they
moved along the line.
